ATTENTION

- �Window Wonderland may only be used indoors. Use the device not outside.
- Do not use the device in a damp environment.

- �Always use the supplied adapter. If you use the adapter from another device, you 

could cause a fire or damage the Window Wonderland.

Use your own tripod: Use your own speaker:
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1. �To turn on the halloween movies, press 
the orange button with the pumpkin. 
This icon shows one of the six halloween 
movies. Press the button again to cycle 
through the movies. If you have selected 
a movie, it will continue to play until you 
choose another.

2. ��To turn on the Christmas movies, press 
the green button with Santa Claus. This 
icon shows one of the six Christmas 
movies. Press the button again to cycle 
through the movies. If you have selected 
a movie, it will continue to play until you 
choose another.

1. �You can install the Window Wonderland 
on a traditional tripod (not included). 
Loosen the supplied base and screw the 
Window Wonderland on the tripod.

1. �You can easily connect your speakers on 
the Window Wonderland. You only need 
them at the rear of the device on the audio 
port to connect. The movie of your Window 
Wonderland is accompanied by sound 
effects played.

1. �Choose the window on which you want to 
project the films. You can project the films 
horizontally or vertically.

3. �Cut the projection screen according to the 
dimensions you have taken. Then remove 
the paper from the tape and stick one on 
each corner of the screen. Figure B

4. �Clean the window completely before you 
install the projection screen. Delete the 
remaining papers of the adhesive tape and 
stick them on the corners from the window. 
Then install the projection screen. To re-
move the projection screen, carefully loosen 
it so you don’t damage the window surface.

2. �Tighten the screw at the bottom 
clockwise so that the basis on 
the rest of it device is locked.

2. �Measure the height and width 
of the selected window.

1. �Adjust the lower screw on the guide pin.

1. �When choosing a location for your Window Wonderland, refer to the table above for the  
correct distance to the window.

2. �Connect the adapter at 
the back on the device. 
The supply port is located 
on the back of the device.

Stop the other end then in 
one outlet that works

3. �Remove the lens cap and 
place the Window  
Wonderland on a stable and 
level surface. Make sure the 
Window Wonderland is at 
the correct distance from the 
window.

4. ����Switch off your Window 
Wonderland by pushing the 
switch to the one or the other 
side. If you push it to the 
right the images projected 
vertically. When you push the 
switch to left they projected 
horizontally. Figure H

5. �Place the Window Wonderland so that the movie is 
projected on a full window. You can finetune the angle of 
your Window Wonderland by loosening the wing screw. Do 
not forget to tighten the wing screw again when you have 
adjusted the angle. Figure 1-1 and Figure 1-2
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6. �You can focus by rotating 
the lens in one or another 
direction. Figure J
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
